Inferior surface of subolavian artery
Descends, inclining anteromedially, posterior to sternal end of



clavicle and costal cartilage and enters thorax

Thyrocervical trunk
Anterior aspect of first part of subclavian artery
Ascends as a short, wide trunk and gives rise to four branches:



suprascapular, transverse cervical, ascending cervical, and



inferior thyroid arteries

Suprascapular
Thyrocervical trunk
Passes inferolaterally over anterior scalene muscle and phrenic



nerve, crosses subclavian artery and brachial plexus, and runs



laterally posterior and parallel to clavicle; it then passes to



posterior aspect of scapula and supplies supraspinatus and



infraspinatus muscles

Superior thoracic
Only branch of first part of axillary artery
Runs anteromedially along superior border of pectoralis minor



and then passes between it and pectoralis major to thoracic wall;



helps to supply 1st and 2nd intercostal spaces and superior



part of serratus anterior

Thoracoacromial
Second part of axillary artery deep to
Curls around superomedial border of pectoralis minor, pierces


pectoralis minor
clavipectoral fascia, and divides into four branches

Lateral thoracic
Second part of axillary artery
Descends along axillary border of pectoralis minor and follows



it onto thoracic wall

Subscapular
Third part of axillary artery
Descends along lateral border of subscapularis and axillary



border of scapula to its inferior angle, where it passes onto



thoracic wall

Circumflex scapular
Subscapular artery
Curves around axillary border of scapula and enters

Anterior and posterior
Third part of axillary artery. 
These arteries anastomose to form a circle around surgical
circumflex humeral

neck of humerus; larger posterior circumflex humeral artery


passes through quadrangular space with axillary nerve

Deep brachial
Brachial artery near its origin
Accompanies radial nerve through radial groove in humerus



and takes part in anastomosis around elbow joint

Ulnar collateral
Superior ulnar collateral artery arises from
Superior ulnar collateral artery accompanies ulnar nerve to

(superior and inferior)
brachial artery near middle of arm; inferior ulnar

posterior aspect of elbow; inferior ulnar collateral artery divides


collateral artery arises from brachial artery just 
into anterior and posterior branches; both ulnar collateral arteries


superior to elbow
take part in anastomosis around elbow joint
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
